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[bookmark: A_MPRE][bookmark: B_Barexam]Attention 3Ls:  MPRE Registration Deadline:   The Multistate Professional Responsibility Exam is required for admission to the bar of every state except Wisconsin, Washington (the State of Washington), and Maryland.  The MPRE is given three times a year, in March, August and November.  The next MPRE test date is Saturday,  March 17, 2012.  The test will be offered here at the Law School that morning.  

If you want to take the MPRE in March, you will need to apply online at http://www.ncbex.org/multistate-tests/mpre/mpre-online-registration/

For applications received on or before January 31, 2012, the application fee is $70.  You may apply as late as February 16, 2012, but the late application fee is $140.  The MPRE never waives the application deadline. Online applications must be received by 11:59 p.m. central time on the deadline date.  

Additional Bar Exam Information:  We have arranged for Judy Gunderson, Deputy Director of Testing at the National Conference of Bar Examiners, to speak to 3Ls about bar exams on Thursday, January 26, at 12:05, location to be announced.  She will describe the various components of state bar exams (the MBE, the MPT, the MEE, the UBE), how disability accommodations can be requested, and many other topics.  If you are a 3L who is considering registering to take a bar exam in July, this will be an extremely informative program.  Registration deadlines begin as early as February 1 in some states, so it is important to think about these issues early in the spring semester.
