We have 31 employers signed up to attend or collect resumes!   Most are seeking 1L and/or 2L interns, but a couple will also consider 3L post-graduate volunteers.  Most (but not all) of the positions are unfunded.  You will be eligible to apply for the summer stipends offered by the law school.  (Applications for that program will come out in February - watch your email.)  In case you are not on the Public Interest List Serv and are not aware of this, the law school (like many schools nationally) will not receive matching funds from the parent university this year for Federal Work Study due to budget cuts.  This results in a loss of around $40,000.  The Dean has been working hard on finding additional funding sources, but we will not reach that amount.  Given this, we will have an application and a committee review to determine awards, and do not know how many stipends will be available at this time.   The process will be more competitive than in previous years and no one will be guaranteed money.  Please note that PSLawnet.org has added some additional national funding sources you should take a look at for unpaid positions, and some have deadlines that are coming up soon.  For more information, please go to:  https://pslawnet.org/summerfundingresources.

[bookmark: J_AAJ][bookmark: _GoBack]Attention 2Ls:  We recently received information from the Women Trial Lawyers Caucus of the American Association for Justice (AAJ) about the AAJ Women for Justice Education Fund's 2012 Mike Eidson Scholarship.

The Mike Eidson Scholarship Fund was established by the AAJ Women Trial Lawyers Caucus in 2008, in honor of AAJ Past President Mike Eidson, whose vision and generosity inspired it.  The Scholarship, traditionally given in the amount of $5,000, is awarded annually to a rising 3L (or rising 4L in a night program) female student who has demonstrated a commitment to a career as a plaintiffs’ lawyer or criminal defense lawyer, along with dedication to upholding and defending the principles of the Constitution, and to the concept of a fair trial, the adversary system, and a just result for the injured, the accused, and those whose rights are jeopardized.  The application deadline is May 31, 2012 and the Scholarship will be awarded at the AAJ Annual Convention, which will take place this year in July in Chicago.
